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CHURCH WARDENS ANNUAL REPORT ON THE FABRIC, GOODS AND
ORNAMENTS FOR THE CHURCH AND GROUNDS 2010

Wardens inspection of the church took place in March and the terrier updated by Pamela Betts and
Catherine Ainslie on 14" February and shown to the PCC on 23" March 2011

FABRIC

All of the windows, with the exception of the west window, were repaired / replaced in 2010. The
west window had already been replaced in 2009,

The clock was repaired and installation of a self winding mechanism and night silencing unit were
completed in early 2011. Funding and project management was provided by the Parish Plan. The
clock and striking mechanism are now working and the clock is being regulated to improve its
accuracy. Consideration will be given to the installation of a self regulator will be given as part of the
ongoing church repairs programme.

The English Heritage Grant for Repairs to the Tower at St Mary’s Church was accepted by the PCC
on 19" January 2011. The grant only covers the specific work to the tower roof, the structural
integrity of the walls, and water ingress between the tower and nave. It is allocated as a two phase
project which must be carried out sequentially with close monitoring from English Heritage. Some
costs are VAT recoverable but others are not.

Phase 1 is an investigative phase during which a full structural and timber survey will take place.
After these surveys a specification of works will be agreed with English Heritage and quotations,
faculties and any other building permission will be obtained. A bat survey has to be undertaken and
this will determine when and under what conditions the work will be carried out. As part of phase 1 a
costed maintenance plan and an access audit will be completed.

During Phase 2, which is likely to take place in 2012, the repair work as defined in Phase 1 will be
carried out and completed according to the specifications agreed.

A full inspection of the church was completed by the architect and due to the current state of the
floors in the tower it is not safe to carry out cleaning to the clock chamber or belfry. The bird proofing
in the tower is in reasonable condition but will be reviewed as part of the ongoing repair programme.
There is no vegetation on the walls and we do not have a boiler. Spring cleaning and arrangements
for the gutters and downpipes to be cleared will be organised.

In September 2010, Will Carter retired as Chair of Governors after five years in post, to be replaced by
Simon Nutbrown. During Will's tenure, the school has grown from strength to strength and the Governing
Body is very grateful to him for his work and support of the school.

The new coalition government’s education White Paper brings a new era of “light touch” regulation to
schools. On one hand, there is more freedom for schools to develop education to the benefit of the children,
on the other, cuts to local government funding means the support services from the local authority will be
reduced. As an Outstanding school (as judged by Ofsted) we are perhaps less in need of support than
others. However, the Governing Body and staff of the school are determined to build on our success to not
only maintain our high standards, but to move forward to even better things.

In September 2010, the school entered into a Collaboration with The Willows Primary School in Newbury,
effectively formalising an arrangement that had been in place on a temporary basis since late 2009, when
the Local Authority had approached the Hampstead Norreys Governing Body to ask for its help. When you
are fortunate have, as we do, an excellent Headteacher like Alex Butler, she has to be shared! Alex is now
Executive Head of both schools, dividing her time between both. As a result, Daryl Jordan was appointed in
October 2010 as Associate Headteacher and he joined the school in January 2011 — he was interviewed by
representatives of the Diocese, as well as governors, staff and even pupils, for the position. The new
political environment in education is more about schools helping themselves and each other, so
arrangements such as this will become more commonplace — never let it be said that Hampstead Norreys
does not lead the way!

It is important to both the Governing Body and the staff at the school that the Collaboration is to the benefit
of children from both schools and it is not just a question of a stronger school such as Hampstead Norreys
supporting another school. There have already been many benefits of the closer links, with the children
visiting each other’s school, and a sharing of learning resources, and this helps in our goal to ensure that the
children have a caring and supportive environment in which to learn and develop into confident members of
the community.

The International Primary Curriculum (IPC) continues to be used as a framework for the teaching of non-
core curriculum subjects such as geography, history, art, ICT and design. The quality of teaching at
Hampstead Norreys is outstanding, and governors regularly observe lessons. Parents as well are
encouraged to visit and sit in on lessons during open mornings and afternoons throughout the year — and
feedback from these sessions has been very positive.

A kitchen has now been installed in the school, so lunches are now cooked on-site, rather than being
brought from Compton each day. This has been universally welcomed by both children and staff and is an
exciting development for the school.

Church services throughout the year have included Harvest Festival, Carol Service, Ash Wednesday
Service, Easter Service and Leavers’ Service. Parents are invited to attend any of these services, with the
Carol Service in particular achieving close to 100% parent attendance.

Pupils continue to use the setting of the church and the wider environment of the village throughout the
curriculum. Tony Lynn leads collective worship at the school each week using God’s Storyteller to theme
throughout, and this theme is often carried through to collective and class worship led by class teachers.
Foundation Stage and Key Stage 1 children hosted a Lent Lunch which parents and villagers attended. The
children made soup and bread rolls and performed for their guests. Older children have visited the elderly
with harvest, Christmas and Easter gifts. The school continues to fundraise for a chosen charity. For
2010/11 the charity is Clic Sargent. Events are organised by Year 6 children and the whole school is
involved.

With 106 children on roll, the school is officially full to capacity. That it is oversubscribed for the Reception
intake, with many applications out of catchment, is a testimony to the work of the staff at the school, and the
governors would like to take this opportunity to formally thank them.

TEAM COUNCIL REPORT 2010-2011

The Team Council met three times during the past year, the meetings being held at
Yattendon, Frilsham and Hermitage.

The first meeting, chaired by the Revd Rita Ball was also the AGM and appointed Ann
Wheeler as Lay Chair, to replace Simon Hunt who was standing down after three years in
the post. Peter Denny as Treasurer and Bruce Lousley as Secretary were re-appointed for a
further year.

All the meetings received details of the Team finances. The year began with a balance of
just over £5400 after the purchase of a new photocopier. Although a difficult year the Team
share of £101,901 had been paid in full, with the previous year’s rebate, which was held
back in case of need, now being distributed. The Team accounts ended the year with a
balance of just over £6700.

The Team Treasurer reported that the Team share for 2011-2012 will be £105,173 with
added Team expenses of £8000.

Both the Clergy Sabbatical Fund and Rectory/Vicarage Fund were fully funded and would
require no further additions.

It was reported that the review of Church insurance had now been completed.

Finance is an important part of the Team Council agenda and appreciation must be
expressed for all the work carried out by the Treasurer.

Other matters that were discussed during the year were the Team Healing services, as well
as how best to arrange the format of future Team services. It was the practice for the
offertory at the Team services to be given each year to a specific cause. The council
considered that the whole question of future services and offertory should be discussed at
individual PCC meetings before the Team Council took any decision. Recent collections
have gone to Haiti and Cumbrian disaster/flood appeals as well as the Newbury Deanery
work in Batlharos, South Africa.

The Council discussed the question of services and Church activities relating to children in
each parish and the possibility of coordinating certain work, including producing a joint list of
available material, books and the various web sites for all to use.

The Council also received details of the various services to be held throughout the Team
during Holy Week, both during the day and evening.

Following last year’s successful Lent lunches and discussion groups arrangements were
made for the current year. Both Lent lunches and groups will be held in various villages of
the Team with the 5-week Lent course entitled Rich Inheritance — Jesus’ Legacy of Love
beginning in March. These will be held on different days and times to allow a greater
opportunity to attend.

A quiet day was held in Frilsham in November and considered by those who attended to
have been successful and worthwhile.

Also mention must be made of many fundraising activities throughout the Team including
flower festivals and garden open days together with various concerts all supported by large
numbers of people. A great deal of time is given by many people in raising the sums
necessary to ensure our churches will be available for worship in the future.

In November Wendy Willoughby-Paul was licensed as a Lay Minister at a service in
Christchurch Cathedral and recently it was confirmed that Margaret Fisher from Hermitage
has been selected for training.





To end this report it would be appropriate to express thanks on behalf of the Council to all
the Team Staff, the outgoing Lay Chairman Simon Hunt together with all the others who
carry out the many and varied administrative tasks without which the Team could not
function.

Sunday Club hosted a second successful Easter Cracked event in April 2010, attended by 66 children
from Hampstead Norreys and Yattendon schools. The Easter story flowed alongside various craft and
cooking activities.

Our monthly sessions have been varied over the last year — all have a theme, but we engage the
children in a variety of activities to help them understand the meaning and have fun at the same
time! The fact that we meet both at the school and in the church lends itself to different ideas.

At the school we used the technology facilities and watched a DVD to explore three different
parables. Back in the church we heard a dramatic retelling of the events of Ascension and Pentecost
accompanied by a fire/wind game down the nave aisle! A sunny Sunday meant we could enjoy a
group activity outside to see whether a house on rock or sand is best and the story of Daniel in
advance of a performance by Hampstead Norreys Handbell Ringers the following week. At the July
family service we presented 21 books to those children who had attended in the previous twelve
months.

We made harvest mice and prayer chains to decorate the church for Harvest. Back in school in
October, we wondered about the meaning of Peter’s dream of a sheet full of animals. We also got
creative, making technicolour dream coats for Joseph and thinking about our talents. In December,
our theme was ‘The Greatest Gift’ and the children decorated boxes that they could fill with a gift for
someone.
